   Charging Policy

1. Introduction
[bookmark: _Hlk192174942]At Jelly Bean Nursery, we believe in transparency when it comes to our fees and funding arrangements. We are a private nursery, and while we offer a limited number of fully funded places, we also charge additional fees for consumables and the high-quality education we provide.
2. Hourly Rate and Charges
[bookmark: _Hlk192174997]Our standard hourly rate is £11.25 (for 2 to 5 years old) and £13.50 (for under 2s). 
The cost to parents with funded hours is as follows:
· Under 2s – free per session (3 hours per session)
· 2-3 years - £5.55 per session (3 hours per session)
· 3 years and above - £14.91 per session (3 hours per session)
3. Invoicing and Payment

Parents will be invoiced for the additional costs associated with our enhanced services and resources. The government-funded rates and our standard hourly rate will be clearly detailed in the invoice.
4. Additional Costs
To deliver a well-rounded and enriching experience for your child, Jelly Bean Nursery incorporates several additional services and resources that go beyond basic government funding (ensuring a rich and stimulating environment for your child).
4.1. Quality of Care:
   - We maintain low child-to-staff ratios and employ highly qualified staff, ensuring personalised attention and a nurturing environment that fosters your child's growth.
4.2. Consumables:
   - Meals and Snacks:
· We provide nutritious breakfast, morning, and 2 afternoon snacks to support your child's health and well-being.
   - Consumables Cost:
· Included in the fees above.
4.3. Extracurricular Activities:
   - We offer a variety of extracurricular activities to enhance your child's learning experience, including:
· Yoga and Stretching Sessions
· Makaton Technology 
· Woodwork Activities
· Natural Resources Exploration
· Forest School Sessions (coming soon)
· Football and Basketball Practice
· Dance and Ballet Sessions (coming January 2026)
These activities are designed to enrich your child’s physical, cognitive, and social and emotional development.
4.4. Toiletries and PPE:
   - We provide essential toiletries, such as baby wipes, and maintain a safe environment with necessary PPE items like gloves and disposable aprons.
4.5. Seasonal Activities and Resources:
   - We supply resources for special seasonal activities that engage children in festive and educational experiences throughout the year.
   - Art and Craft Supplies:
· All materials for creative art and craft projects are included, encouraging your child's artistic expression and fine motor skills development.
   - Cooking Materials: 
· We provide ingredients and materials for cooking activities, which help children develop practical skills and an understanding of healthy eating.
   - Gardening Supplies:
· Gardening materials are provided to teach children about nature, responsibility, and sustainability through hands-on experience.
4.6. Outings:
   - Outings are a valuable part of our program, offering opportunities for learning and exploration outside the nursery. However, please note that the cost of outings is not included in the standard fees. Parents will be notified in advance, and any associated costs will be billed separately.

5. Funding and Voluntary Charges
• We offer 5 fully funded places for eligible children.

[bookmark: _Hlk192175293]• The funding provided by the government does not cover all the costs associated with the high-quality education we provide. Therefore, these charges help maintain our high standards.

6. Opting Out of Additional Charges

• However, we do not guarantee that a fully funded place will be available if you choose to opt out of the additional charges. If no fully funded place is available, parents will need to either cover the additional costs or seek alternative provision.

7. Availability of Hours
• Parents should refer to our timetable on the registration form to check the available hours for funded and non-funded sessions.
• Places are allocated on a first-come, first-served basis and subject to availability.

8. Payment Terms
• Fees must be paid in accordance with our agreed payment schedule.
• Late payments may result in a review of your child’s place at the nursery.
